Surrey schoolboys trials club staged their annual camping cycle trial 

at Sethern Dunsfold with rain forecast for the whole of the week end 

it was going to be slippery wherever the sections were put , never 

the less the six sections went in to be ridden twice .This year we 

used the punch card system slightly different than last year. The cy-

cle trial was to commence just after the first round of the Kiln Ce-

ramics motorcycle trials championship. We started just after 5pm 29 

riders took off to tackle the course with 3 routes beginners / novice 

and a hard inter route. Section 1 observed by Richard Wheeler there 

was two tractor tyres and rubble. After a whizz up the bank, logs 

were used to take points off the riders X Surrey Schoolboy Adam 

Boxall ( GU ) would clean it well on his first attempt but on his sec-

ond go , when the logs got very slippery a slack dab caused him to 

have a 1 punched on his card Section 2 Adele Tickner on observa-

tion duty here brickwork and a concrete tunnel plus bank climbs 

with a hard exit gate for her to watch . Casey Moore on his Monty 

cleaned it well with the front wheel getting up high he would finish 

the trial in 5th place overall dropping just 18 points. James Bannister 

would also drop 18 but Casey had more cleans throughout the trial 

Section 3 Alicia Tickner with the punch pliers here this had a large 

cotton reel for the hard route kindly donated by Barry Bannister 

( Thank you ) then rubble that had been freshly dumped, power the 

legs up the slippery bank and with an awkward ledge just up the top 

William Mayle (Adamant) this was to be his section where he 

would lose half his marks of the trial but it was also the hardest sec-

tion for the novices in fact no novice would clean section 3 at  all, 

down the slippery slope and to the next section a mixture of logs 

and the downhill gulley with rocks to entertain all

wheelie over. Tom Frearson (Onza) had a dab going up the bank but 

had no trouble with the pallet at the end of the section. right in the 

corner of Sethern by the caravan, down the steep rocky hill some 

riders forgetting where there brakes were some riders with insuffi-

cient brakes if there was a prize for who went down and cleaned it 

would have gone to Ben Watson (Monty) the top boys had a con-

crete ledge to tackle but no hardship for Edward Wheeler (Echo) 

who finished just 4 points adrift of Adam Box all Section 6 all rid-

ers were to cross the water some beginners would miss the last rock 

and there wheel went down dropping a point to lift it out then up 

and around the trees the smell of the BBQ must have edged them on 

to finish. Just after food scores were tallied up on the scoreboard in 

the beginners 2 lads tied on points for 3rd place so a run off was nec-

essary to split Daniel Walsh and James Marsland up, section 1 was 

used again for the tie breaker but this time timed James cleaned it 

very quickly but Daniel went wide and dabbed in the brickwork so 

third place went to James. Trophies were presented to the first three 

in their class a good cycle trial from S.S.T.C 

 

Thank you to all the observers of the day.
